Call for Posters

53rd Annual Congress of the International Pharmaceu tical Students’ Federation

Introduction

The theme for the poster exhibition at the 53rd IPSF Congress is ‘Financing in Health Care’
This covers all sources of funding and expenditure in a healthcare system as a whole, and
involves all kinds of financial matters that are connected to health care, from how hospitals
are funded, where community pharmacies get their income from, how products supported by
health insurance companies are chosen, to describing the health insurance system.

For example, you could do a poster on the overview of how the healthcare system in your

country is financed.

Where to get information from?

You can start with searching on the Internet, speak to your professors or healthcare
practitioners, and try getting data from your ministry of health, local health agencies or
community pharmacies and hospitals.

What should the poster look like?

The poster should be A/l in size (594 mm x 841 mm or 23.4 inches x 33.1 inches)

and may be handmade or printed. However please note that only posters of

informative or scientific style will be accepted! The only accepted language

for the poster is English.

When is the poster presentation and exhibition?

The poster presentation will take place on Day 5 of the Congress — =

Saturday 11th August 2007 at the National Defense Medical Center. Poster authors are
expected to be at their posters when the judges make their rounds. A presentation of 3-5min



may be made to the judges, with subsequent Q&A. The exact time of the presentations will

be announced at a later date.

The posters will remain up for exhibition until the end of Congress Day 6.

Benefits of presenting

Certificates will be presented to participants whose abstracts and posters are accepted and
the presenter of the best poster will be awarded during Gala Dinner. Poster presentations will
be judged by invited speakers of the Scientific Symposium as well as representatives of the
Congress sponsors.

Abstract submission

Abstracts should be submitted by 7th July 2007 to 2007.ipsf.ss@gmail.com for inclusion into

the Congress symposia booklet. There is no guarantee that abstracts received after this date

can be included, but you are still welcome to bring along your poster to Congress.

All abstracts must include the poster title, author(s), school or student organisation, country
and a summary of the poster content. If the poster is one of an original scientific study or
review, the abstract format should include:

Poster Objective: The purpose of your project or study.

Method: Briefly describe the methods or strategies used.

Results: Summarise specific outcomes.

Conclusions: Discuss conclusions reached, outcomes or lessons learned.

Abstracts must be submitted in English only. The abstract should be A/4 size (210 mm x 297
mm or 8.3 inches x 11.7 inches) with all margins set to 40 mm or 1.6 inches. Use Times New
Roman font 12-point size type and single spacing. Acronyms should be identified with the
first reference. Excluding the poster title, author(s) and affliation(s), the main text of your

abstract should not exceed 150 words.
